KNC Club Championship - Muzzleloader 2010

The KNC club championship 2010 for muzzleloader will be held on Sunday, October 03 at the
club range, starting at 12.00 pm.

The following rules have been adopted from the international rules of the M.L.A.I.C (Muzzleloading Associations International Committee). The M.L.A.I.C. offers a great variety of events for rifles and pistols/revolver for both individuals and teams encompassing percussion, flintlock and matchlock firearms. We have to adjusted to the available range facilities and the most common firearms used in the club, but the rules for shooting and scoring can be applied.

The following events will be shot for this year:

Percussion Pistol

25 yard, standing

Targets: At all events the UIT pistol target will be used.

Number of shots: 13 shots, the 10 best count for scoring. If more than 13 shots are found on the target, the exceeding number of shots will be reduced starting with the best shot down.

Shooting time: The 13 shots must be fired within 30 minutes.

Scoring: The centre of each shot counts for scoring (centre of the bullet hole must be on the scoring ring). For tie breaking the higher number of 10, 9 etc count. If this does not break the tie the shorter distance of the farthest scoring shot from the centre counts.

Rules for loading: No plastic material (wads, sabot, etc.) may be used in the classic firearms events.

An event will only count as a championship if 3 or more competitors register. So get out and get your muzzleloader going! If you don't have your own muzzleloader yet, I'm sure you can shoot with one of another member (or with mine).
